Sleeves for Piping

A close-fitting sleeve. Clean the pipes, scrap-
ing off any rust and sealing all leaks, however
small. Cover the pipes with lengths of cylindrical
pipe insulation and giue the lap down tightly. To
make short sections of insulation, cut the insu-
lation with a utility knife or a handsaw.

INSULATION TAPE

Taping the fittings. Cover the pipe fittings with
insulation tape Y4 inch thick. Be sure to cover

the fittings completely: no part should be exposed
to air. To complete the job, wrap both the pipe
and the fittings in aluminum foil.
